In the 80's and 90's the New Music Seminar was the catalyst for change in the Music Industry and became the largest music conference in the world.  SXSW, Canadian Music Week, Winter Music Conference and many others were off shoots of the New Music Seminar.

Our Partners participate in creating the materials for this book to assist others in the industry along with the artists, but it also helps them promote their businesses.  Other conferences have ads, an agenda and delegate information while our Guidebook is a resource that is used over and over again.
